· I will notify my Unit Leader if I am unable to attend a weekly session or VPC deployment, giving as much notice as I possibly can.  

· I understand that should I be late or not turn up to three consecutive meetings/activities/deployments, my membership to the VPC scheme will be reviewed.
· I will volunteer a minimum average of 3 hours per month over the period of a year once I am confirmed (attested) as a Volunteer Police Cadet.  I am aware my volunteering will be reviewed on a quarterly basis and that should my hours fall below the expected average, my membership of the VPC Scheme will be reviewed. 

· I will keep my uniform in good order and look after it as directed by Surrey Police VPC Leaders. I will only wear my uniform in public when authorised to do so or when participating in a VPC event. I will return my uniform once I cease membership to the scheme.
