Once you have placed the order and paid, the new lanyard will be given to your young person by
the Hub Coordinator, as quickly as possible.

In the event that a student forgets their lanyard at home, we are able to make a loan of a
replacement for the day in exchange for their mobile phone being left in the care of the Hub
Coordinator. However, persistent forgetting will result in further sanctions being set, as the
lanyards are not an optional part of the uniform.
