Extras: Packed lunch or money for food (if you are in receipt of Free School Meals, a packed
lunch will be provided), spending money for ice creams / drinks, personal medication to be
kept with the student across the day (asthma pumps & auto injectors), sun cream. No
mobile phones allowed.

Thursday 9 July

Chessington World of Adventures

Students will be allowed to explore the theme park, its rides and attractions in small groups
for the day with staff both circulating about the park and maintaining a known "meeting
point" should students need to make contact.

Meet time: 08:15 in front of Capella Field, for prompt coach departure at 08:45
Clothing: Full PE kit, including weatherproof jacket should the weather be inclement
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Extras: Packed lunch or money for food & snacks (if you are in receipt of Free School Meals,
a packed lunch will be provided), spending money for souvenirs, personal medication to be
kept with the student across the day (asthma pumps & auto injectors), Merlin Pass and sun
cream. Ride Access Passes need to be pre-booked online before the day. Chessingtonis a
cashless attraction so students will need to bring a debit card/apple or google pay if they
wish to purchase anything. Mobile phones allowed at students’ own risk.
